Also for those who
have suffered a death or serious illness, we offer a meal ministry of delicious home cooked
meals brought into their homes. Another ongoing ministry we offer is funeral receptions with
food, drinks and hospitality offered after funerals for bereaved families and guests. We hope to
establish a ministry of handy helpers, people with home repair skills who can provide the
elderly with minor home repairs at no charge. And finally, our prayer chain continues to
provide ongoing prayer for all those who stand in need of extra strength, compassion and
spiritual support.

Land Acquisition
Process Continues

At a joint meeting of the Building
Committee, Real Estate Committee and
Visioning Team on April 14t a proposal
from the owner of a 20.8 acre parcel in the
heart of the Rooney Valley was reviewed
and discussed. Known as the Lightner
parcel, the property is in a prime location
in the valley, located at what will be the
major North/South and East/West streets
there — Maclntyre St. and Yale Ave. In
addition to discussing how to proceed with
negotiations (which could extend for some
time), the group authorized Mike Smith
and the Real Estate committee to hold pre-
planning meetings with the City of
Lakewood to more sharply define
development costs and timelines.
